What is Nursing Intent? Applicants who do not meet the criteria for admission to Nursing Prep are admitted to Nursing Intent. Nursing Intent students must
complete HPNU 1010, Human Biology, with a grade of “B” or higher before taking HPNU 3050 and 3060. This is a 4 % to 5-year degree plan designed to support the

achievement of a strong GPA for application to clinicals.

What is the Health and Wellness Promotion Pathway? This guide provides a suggested pathway for Nursing Intent students who decide not to apply or are not
accepted to the Nursing major, and wish to major instead in Health Care Science, BS: Health and Wellness Promotion option. This degree program could be
